The seminar was led by Pastor Eun-mi Do, an expert in family ministry, and
Pastor Eun-chul Hwang, who shared inspiring messages based on his pastoral
experience and rich ministry. Their lectures combined various teachings with
real-life experiences, offering valuable insights into restoring God-designed
families and addressing emotional difficulties in relationships.

The attendees also engaged in meaningful discussions, sharing their experiences and
gaining practical wisdom during the seminar. They identified ways to express
this wisdom to the world as children of God.

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Politics

During the colonial period of European powers, the conflict between tribes intensified

due to the policy of discrimination between the minority Tutsi and the majority Hutu.

After independence in 1962, the Tutsi monarchy was abolished.

The Hutu persecution of the Tutsi caused about 480,000 Tutsi refugees by the 1980s.

In 1994, Hutu hardliners massacred the Tutsi and the moderate Hutu for about three months,
resulting in genocide, killing more than 1 million people.

Economy / Society

About 63% of exports are agricultural products.

Despite the fertile ecosystem, production shortages require food imports.

As of 2018, 200,000 and 250,000 people are infected with AIDS, and the number is
steadily increasing. In addition, Between the ages of 14-49, 10% of the population and
33% of pregnant women are infected with HIV/AIDS.

The genocide and AIDS have left 900,000 orphans or 30% of Rwandan children.

The next generation in Rwanda is still suffering the aftermath of the genocide, and
hundreds of thousands of women have been raped, many of them infected with AIDS

Religion

In Rwanda, Christians comprise 89% of the population, and

Catholics comprise about half of the people.

Catholicism lost trust during the tribulation of genocide, and many people left the
Catholic Church feeling disillusioned.

There is a history of East African revival in Rwanda in the 1930s.

The next generation under the age of 24 makes up about 60% of the population, and
international mission agencies provide Bible education, alternative education, and
AIDS prevention education for them.

1. Pray for the church of Rwanda to approach first with repentance andforgiveness to
heal the wounds and hatred among the Rwandans, and they could'experience
true peace in ethnic divisions. "
